Invitation to participate as a Vendor
The Orange County Symphony is again contracted to perform the “Symphony on Birch Street” summer concert series on Birch Street in Brea, California. This year the scheduled dates are Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday (July 5, 6, & 7, 2011). This will be the second annual OCS appearance of what promises to be a treasured community tradition. The success of the 2010 series may be measured by the 5,000 plus people who attended. We expect to meet and exceed that number this year. 

Target will again be the Title sponsor furthering their commitment to bring education and the arts to communities across the nation.  A significant component of these concerts is the “Music Exploratorium”;  an interactive music education workshop booth segment  providing opportunities for children and families to engage in familiarization with orchestral instruments, and elements of music performance and composition. The entire 3 concert series is offered free and will open to the public at 4:00 PM each afternoon with concerts starting at 7:00 PM. This vendor opportunity is available at $300 cost to qualifying participants. We ask that vendors plan to offer activities that are interactive and oriented to music education; e.g. listening, composing, conducting, vocal and instrumental performance, dance, etc..
 Included herewith is a site map showing the vendor spaces. Parking is free. The canopied 10’ by 10’ space includes 2 tables and 2 chairs. Set up time will be 2:30 PM and must be ready to open by 3:45 each day. Space assignments will be available at set up time. All participants must complete a Hold Harmless and Media Release form. (Required for insurance liability purposes. See attached)  
Electricity is available for a $25 additional fee if power is needed. Exhibitors must be prepared to provide and cover any drop cords with duct tape. Signage and floor coverings are your discretion and may be your choice of color, design and material. Checks should be made payable to the Brea Downtown Owners Association and indicated on your response form. Please respond before June 16, 2011 in order to be included in the printed program book
